1. Introductions (12:30pm)
a. Penn St. Behrend FAR Chuck Brown introduced himself and stressed the importance of the student-athletes knowing who their FAR is on each respective campus. 

b. He discussed the role of the FAR and how the FAR can help the student-athletes when it comes to balancing academics and athletics. 

2. What’s Up with Your Campus SAAC

a. Each rep highlighted what their SAAC has been working on so far this year

b. Many reps were interested in what other schools are doing to improve their campuses.
c. It was discussed that the SAAC Facebook page would be helpful to share stories and ideas with other member SAAC committees.  There was little interest in using Twitter for this purpose.
3. Review of NCAA Legislative Proposals

a. Student-Athletes discussed and debated a number of legislative proposals that will be on the docket at the NCAA Convention.
b. The student-athletes were encouraged to talk with their athletic directors and other administrators on proposals to get different viewpoints, and also to speak up about their stance on amendments they feel strongly about.
c. The group took straw polls on the most controversial amendments 
i. They strongly supported a proposal that would permit on-campus tryouts for high school recruits
ii. They strongly opposed an amendment that would reduce the number of maximum contests permitted in most team sports
iii.  They voted unanimously in favor of permitting off-campus contacts with prospective recruits starting with their junior year in high school. 
4. Special Program: “Preventing Sexual Assault and Domestic Violence”
a. The group heard a presentation about both prevention and possible responses to situations involving sexual and domestic violence, particularly in a dating or social setting.  The session included a discussion about bystander intervention.
